         Katherine has ordered new Cherrydale mugs and shopping bags
         Katherine has been working on updating the website, particularly ensuring that up-to-date copies of maps and bylaws are on the site. Old meeting minutes seem to have been lost; if Maureen can dig up old hard copies we can PDF and put them on the site.
         There is general agreement that because of the volume of email going through the listserve, important announcements can be overlooked/lost/forgotten. The CCA website could be a good option where important announcements are posted. Someone can put a notice out to the listserve that website has been updated with important post, and then residents can go check the site
         The “puppy paws” were (finally!) removed from the 5 points intersection last week following a CCA meeting with County Board Chair Mary Hynes. Light timing is still not great.
         Lisa Grandle has sent a brief article and map regarding County action at Oak Grove Park (not related to NC) , and Lisa requests to give a presentation at May 16 CCA meeting. We will put the map and article in our next newsletter. CCA should remember to ask about 1.) What are County’s plans for lighting the park, and 2.) Have County clarify their intentions regarding the old garage on the property that County purchased.
         For Washington & Lee softball fields lighting, County is proposing to have lights (and speakers) on at the field on until 11:00 pm. There seemed to be agreement that this is not really a concern, as the softball field is not actually in Cherrydale, but also if the softball field is in use at this time, it would be for adult recreational leagues and they do not use the speakers.
         Arlington Police will come to the May CCA meeting. We will ask them to generally discuss some of the recent crimes that have taken place (what crimes have occurred, how they were carried out, etc.)  and what residents can do to be vigilant about their own safety. Police will also be sure to specifically discuss the attack on the homeless person in Cherrydale.
         NC – Maureen attended NC meeting on April 12…the same leadership that has been in place for the past ten years is still there. CCA should plan to do the NC survey this summer for printing in fall.
         Maureen mentioned that in the meeting with Mary Hynes, Mary recommended that older neighborhoods in Arlington join together and petition to be treated separately for purposes of the County’s Master Transportation Plan. The main reason for this would be to preserve the ability to have three foot wide sidewalks, as opposed to five foot wide mandated by the MTP. Joe will send list of suggested neighborhoods to officers so we can begin reaching out to them.
         There is an issue on Kenmore Street because there is now a gutter right in front of an entrance to someone’s house. The street has also been narrowed to about 23 feet wide, which is interesting because it is basically the same width as 20th street, which the County says needs to be widened.
         Oak Grove Park clean-up is scheduled for June 2 beginning at 9 a.m. This is the same day as the big parking garage sale. Traffic and parking could be issues. We will encourage people to walk down to the park instead of drive. We will ask the County to bring a dumpster to the park on that day. Also need to find out what it means if a tree is marked in white.
         Tree canopy project – Maureen will see if Cherrydale resident who has worked on this in the past is still willing to do so. If not, Joe will send info out to listserve to try to find someone to attend April  23 meeting hosted by Arlingtonians for a Clean Environment
